Where do we start?  So much has happened since 
the last newsletter.  August, which seems like a 
long time ago, saw harvest progress well with 
winter sown crops brought into grainstores. The 
spring sown crops were not ripe and hung around 
into late September, coming up against relentless 
rain.  We were shocked by the accounts of rain 
gauge readings coming in from members.  
Conditions went from dry soils to what looked 
like a re-run of October 2024.  As we write this, 
conditions and weather forecasts are improving, 
which has allowed drills into the fields with 
lighter soils.  Tine drills are the members’ choice 
this year.   
LMR has been busy fulfilling members’ requests 
for a whole host of services.  Thank you for your 
support.  Looking forward to the winter months, 
please remember LMR group deals for wearing 
parts and workshop consumables.  Fuel pricing 
and delivery times could be volatile due to global 
tensions. Please carry buffer stock and allow 
additional time for deliveries.   
Farming is never easy, but we are facing a 
multitude of challenges at the moment.  The 
weather probably being the biggest threat, but 
SFP’s are tapering away, and machinery costs 
keep rising.  Then we are losing crop protection 
chemicals and livestock farmers are burdened 
with disease outbreaks. 
We detect farmers questioning their businesses 
to see where changes can be made.  The SFI 
options came just in time to allow derisking of 
businesses, but it is often a substitution of 
income not additional money. There are a lot of 
positives to the scheme and it will play a part on 
many farms. 
As the structure of farms changes, so will the 
farm’s machinery and labour requirements.  
Areas cropped for food production will decrease  

 
and there may be a greater element drilled in the 
spring.  LMR is the perfect place to find contractors 
to perform operations that members can no longer 
justify doing themselves.  Conversely, there will be 
opportunities within LMR for members to provide 
these services. We are already organising the 
establishment and maintenance of SFI options for 
members.  Please call LMR to discuss the provision of 
specialist farm services from other members.  Using 
other farms’ equipment and labour is often the most 
cost effective and timely solution. 
Diversification has been a theme for many years and 
many members have found alternative income 
streams.  However, the situation never stays static 
for long.  Members will be looking at new 
opportunities to earn from non-farming sources.

Solar Energy – Bright prospects 
Amelio Solar Energy have kindly provided a summary 
of the current situation for solar energy investments. 
Typical installation costs have come down to 
between £700 and £900 per kWp which means that 
payback periods at today’s electricity prices are 
generally 3-5 years, making it an affordable and 
useful investment for those that use a good amount 
of electricity.   
 Secondly, for those that have had solar previously, 
it’s still worth considering if further investment is 
viable, especially for livestock, dairy and cold storage 
users who might well still save considerably on 
electricity costs. 
In terms of available roofs, the lowest cost to install 
on are a modern trapezoidal steel roof.  Fibre cement 
roofs are slightly higher cost, but be wary of using 
older pre 2000 cement sheet roofs due their possible 
asbestos content.  Ground mount arrays are possible 
and sometimes the best solution but planning 
permission will be needed. 
For those interested in a solar farm, then only very 
large scale stacks up these days.  
Safety is increasingly important as well, with latest 
tech systems such as by SolarEdge becoming more of 
the norm rather than lowest cost solutions.  
Installers should also be not only MCS accredited 
(the minimum industry standard) but also working 
towards such standards as RC62 for fire safety.  Such 
standards are increasingly being demanded by 
insurers with those such as Allianz having their own 
requirements. 
Finally, for those with solar, remember that servicing 
and maintenance is necessary.  Inverter servicing at 
least (and possibly panel cleaning) are starting to 
become insurance requirements and often just a 
very sensible protection of the investment that has 
been made.
